commitment will be satisfied with the completion of Commitiment 5(

e Comunitmment 120W (K-Basin Sludge): K-Basin sludge removal is required by the
Hanford Federal Facilitv Agreement and Consent Order.

The Board will continue to follow the work related to the remaining commitments under
its normal oversight process.
